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ARMENOCIDE 

The Murder of the Armenian People  

As the First Modern Genocide Within 20th Century  

 

In his scholarly essay, the author, an experienced cultural scientist and social psycholo-

gist, argues that mass murdering of about one and half million Armenians (i.e. fifteen 

hundred thousand humans) in the Ottoman State 1915/18  was “the first planned and 

organized genocide within 20th century” (Edgar Hilsenrath). Moreover, without study-

ing this outstanding destructive event as the most nasty crime a state can ever commit 

any scholarly understanding of genocide is hardly possibly. Finally, what the authors 

names Armenocide - in German: “Armenozid” - was, in fact, the “essential prototype of 

genocide in the 20th century” (Irving L. Horowitz). -  The author of this documentary 

essay argues as a cultural scientist, and social psychologist, presenting both historical 

evidence and a set of common features defining any genocide within 20th century. 

Moreover, Dr Richard Albrecht applies the basic concept of saving-lives-policy which 

the US-American political sociologist Irving L. Horowitz  worked out in 1980. In a spe-

cific way the most destructive event during the First World War – the author actually for 

reasons names Armenocide - as started in April 15th, 1915, in Constantinople as the first 

"modern" genocide" within 20th century, expresses, although not mentioned at all in the 

message itself, what the encyclia "Evangelium vitae", eighty years later, emphazised as 

the very "value and inviolability of human life" in general, when characterising any "cul-

ture of death", whenever "taken as a whole", as the result of a policy  of "the strong" 

against the weak who have no choice but to submit" (Ioannes Paulus PP. II [Carol 

Woytila, 1920-2005]: Evangelium vitae To the Bishops,  Priests and Deacons, Men and 

Women religious lay, Faithful and all People of Good Will, on the Value and Inviolabil-

ity of Human Life [March 25th, 1995]); quoted cpt. 19). This essay on Armenocide pre-

sents three original documents,  written und published by  German MPs (“Deutscher 

Bundestag”) as first initiated  February 18th, June 15th, and  June 29th, 2005, in full 

lengths [in German].
