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VORWORT

Mit der Vorlage des zweiten Bandes ist die kritische Edition von Contra Iulianum
nach fast einem Vierteljahrhundert abgeschlossen. Zur Geschichte des Projekts
hat Christoph Riedweg im ersten Band dieser Ausgabe das Wichtigste gesagt.

Der vorliegende Band ist eine Gemeinschaftsarbeit der beiden Herausgeber.
Er wurde in zahlreichen abwechselnden und gemeinsamen Revisionsgingen er-
stellt. Ein vorldufiger kritischer Text lag auch in Teilen der Gruppe vor, die sich
alljahrlich — meist auf der Ebernburg bei Bad Kreuznach — getroffen hat (neben
den Herausgebern Gerlinde Huber-Rebenich, Stefan Rebenich, Christoph Ried-
weg, Adolf Martin Ritter, Markus Vinzent).

Christoph Riedweg hat im Vorwort zum ersten Band ebenfalls bereits den
Dank an die vielen Menschen zum Ausdruck gebracht, die {iber die Jahre einen
groBeren oder kleineren Beitrag zu diesem Projekt geleistet haben. Er sei hier
vor allem fiir zwei Gelehrte wiederholt: Michael Chronz (Bonn) hat in der ersten
Phase des Projekts als Wissenschaftlicher Mitarbeiter fiir die Erforschung der
handschriftlichen Uberlieferung und die Erstellung der Probekollationen einen
nicht unerheblichen Beitrag geleistet. Marie-Odile Boulnois (Paris) hat parallel
zu unserer Arbeit am kritischen Text eine franzosische Ubersetzung erstellt, die
demnichst in der Reihe der ,,Sources Chrétiennes* erscheinen wird. Dabei ist sie
mit uns in stindigem Kontakt gewesen und hat uns wertvolle Hinweise zur
Verbesserung des Textes gegeben.

Zudem mochten wir uns herzlich bei Hubert Kauthold (Miinchen) bedanken:
Er hat auf unsere Bitte, die syrischen Fragmente neu herauszugeben, sofort posi-
tiv reagiert, so dass auch dieser Zweig der Textiiberlieferung nun im Anhang zu
dieser Ausgabe in einer den heutigen Anforderungen entsprechenden Edition
vorgelegt werden kann.

SchlieBlich gilt der Dank des Erstherausgebers seiner Frau Carmen und seinen
Kindern Adrian und Susanna, die unsere wissenschaftliche Arbeit am Werk eines
(mindestens in westlichen Augen) so unmodernen Theologen wie Kyrill immer
unterstiitzt haben. Adrian und Susanna sind mit dem streitbaren Patriarchen und
seinem Bearbeiterteam, welches jeden Sommer auf der Burg im Nahetal um das
richtige Verstdndnis gesuchter griechischer Formulierungen und gewundener
theologischer Gedankengénge aus dem 4. und 5. Jahrhundert in stundenlangen
Diskussionen gerungen hat, buchstéblich aufgewachsen.

Arbeit ihres Vaters eigentlich besteht.

Die Deutsche Forschungsgemeinschaft hat die Arbeit an den Biichern 6-10
durch mehrere Sachbehilfen (Geschiftszeichen: KI 465) unterstiitzt. Auch ihr
und den beteiligten Gutachterinnen und Gutachtern sagen wir Dank.

SchlieBlich richtet sich unser Dank auch noch an die stets hilfsbereiten Mit-
arbeiter des De Gruyter Verlags, insbesondere an die Herren Albrecht Déhnert,
Stefan Selbmann und Florian Ruppenstein.

Kyrill hat im Laufe der Geschichte immer polarisiert. Man mag zu ihm stehen,
wie man will: Die nun vollstindig vorliegende Edition des erhaltenen Textes
macht deutlich, dass man ihn — bei aller berechtigter Kritik — als Apologeten des
Christentums ernster nehmen muss als bisher. In dem Patriarchen von
Alexandrien war dem maéchtigen Kirchenkritiker ein intellektuell ebenbiirtiger
und mindestens ebenso scharfziingiger Gegenspieler entstanden, der den Kaiser
mit seinen eigenen rhetorischen und philosophischen Waffen und einer
Theologie, die ihre Argumente einer profunden Schriftkenntnis verdankte, zu
schlagen verstand.

Die Zeiten dieses Typs von polemischer Kontroverstheologie sind vorbei;
die intellektuellen wie praktischen Anfragen, denen sich das Christentum heute
gegeniibersieht, sind jedoch groBer als je zuvor. Um die Auseinandersetzungen
zwischen Christen und Nichtchristen in der Spétantike recht zu verstehen, bedarf
es der geduldigen Rekonstruktion der verhandelten Themen. Erst dann erkennt
man die antiquierte Abstidndigkeit wie die iiberraschende Aktualitit der ausge-
tauschten Argumente — auf beiden Seiten.

SchlieBlich sei hier der Hinweis aus dem Vorwort zu Teil 1 wiederholt: Die
annotierte Ubersetzung des gesamten Werks ins Deutsche wird in Kiirze in der
Reihe der ,,Bibliothek der griechischen Literatur* des Verlags Anton Hiersemann,
Stuttgart, erscheinen.

Dass es allen Beteiligten vergénnt war, nach so vielen Jahren den Abschluss des
Projekts zu erleben, ist ein besonderer Segen.

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EINLEITUNG

Fiir die Beschreibung der Handschriften und das Stemma darf hier grundsétzlich
auf Kapitel 1 der Allgemeinen Einleitung zu Teil 1 verwiesen werden. Aller-
dings ist zu beachten, dass fiir die constitutio textus von CI 6-10 nur die Codices
F, M, E, R, N, B, C, D, H und Q sowie die Exzerpthandschriften Z1 und Z9 in
Frage kommen, da die iibrigen Codices diese Biicher nicht enthalten. Fiir die
Texterstellung ergibt sich daraus insofern ein erhebliches Problem, als damit ein
ganzer Zweig (o-Tradition) in direkter Uberlieferung weggefallen ist.

Der Ubersetzung Okolampads kommt demnach in den Biichern 6-10 inso-
fern eine besondere Bedeutung zu, als sie, wie in Teil 1 dargelegt,' auf der Basis
des heute verschollenen Capnioneus (k) erstellt wurde, der die o-Tradition re-
prisentiert. Auch wenn man Okolampads Version vor dem Hintergrund der
Ubersetzungstechnik des 16. Jahrhunderts als relativ gut einstufen kann,” ist es
nicht immer méglich, die Lesarten von «k mit hinreichender Sicherheit zu rekon-
struieren. Wir haben daher im Apparat im Zweifelsfall die Sigle k¥ mit einem
Fragezeichen versehen und die Ubersetzung zitiert. Dort, wo es iiberhaupt nicht
moglich war, aus Okolampads lateinischem Text die griechische Vorlage zu
erschlieBen, haben wir uns auch mit dem Zitat der Ubersetzung begniigt. Mit
dulerster Vorsicht sind wir auch mit jenen Stellen umgegangen, an denen Kyrill
andere Autoren zitiert. In diesen Fillen scheint sich Okolampad néimlich bis-
weilen eher an den Originaltexten als an Kyrill orientiert zu haben.

Ferner haben wir den Glossen in B, H und Q eine besondere Aufmerksam-
keit gewidmet, da angenommen werden darf, dass sie einem Codex aus der a-
Tradition entstammen, und haben diese im Apparat dokumentiert.

Wo die auf dem Capnioneus beruhende Ubersetzung Okolampads und die
iiber B in die anderen genannten Codices eingeflossenen Glossen innerhalb des
a-Stranges anzusiedeln sind, ist dem Stemma in Teil 1, S. LXIII zu entnehmen.

Was den Quellen-, Testimonien- und Similienapparat anbetrifft, so gilt auch
hier das von Christoph Riedweg in der Einleitung zu Bd. I, S. LXXXIV Gesag-
te. Sekundérliteratur wurde nur in Auswahl angegeben; dabei haben wir beson-
deren Wert auf die Beriicksichtigung neuester Arbeiten gelegt. Altere Arbeiten
lassen sich vor allem iiber Rinaldi (1997) und (1998) und Cook (2000) und
(2004) leicht erschliefen.
