We’re back for another episode of our “Globetrotters” podcast. Today’s episode
is dedicated to holidays on two wheels. We'll be talking about a trend that’s
becoming more and more popular: bicycle tourism.

Yes, it's true. More and more people enjoy spending their holidays exploring
beautiful regions of the world by bicycle. One good example is Ireland. There are
many impressive bike paths: some lead along the coast, others lead over hills
and still others lead through picturesque towns and villages.

Today we want to propose a route in southwestern Ireland which is suitable

for fit adults of all ages. This is a six-day tour of around 215 kilometres which
includes some stages with hills which will reward you with views of the beautiful
countryside and coastline.

That's right. And the tour starts in Killarney in southwestern Ireland. The town is
well connected and can be reached easily from Dublin and Cork. We suggest you
spend the whole day in Killarney. Plan some time to walk around the town. You
can see the lovely shops on Main Street and listen to live traditional music in one
of the many pubs.

On the next day, you depart Killarney and make two stops. The first stop is in
Killarney National Park where you can see the 19th-century mansion known as
Muckross House and walk around the beautiful gardens there.

The tour continues on to the second stop of the day: the seaside town of
Kenmare, known for its wonderful seafood restaurants. But before you have your
dinner, be sure to walk just a few minutes south of the town to the Kenmare Pier
for your first look at the Kenmare Bay. You will see more of that tomorrow. Now
it's time for a seafood dinner and a good night’s sleep in Kenmare.

The next day, we suggest a challenging ride on the remote Beara Peninsula, one
of the most beautiful parts of southwestern Ireland. On the coast road just
outside of Kenmare, you pass by some spots for spectacular scenic views of the
Kenmare Bay. Later in the day you can explore the mountain landscape and the
wild Atlantic coast.

That sounds like quite a challenging day of cycling, over 50 km in all. You can
then spend the night in Castletownbere, an important Irish fishing port with more
than 70 fishing boats. If you're interested in fishing boats, you can visit the
harbour. Or, if you like castles and still have energy to ride your bike, you can

see the ruins of Dunboy Castle, just a 15-minute bike ride from the town centre.

Yes, it's really worth it. And the next stage of the tour, only about 35 km, takes
you once again along the scenic coast road to the tiny village of Glengarriff. You
can park your bicycle and take a boat to the Island of Garnish from here, home
of the lovely Italian Gardens. Other options in Glengarriff include hiking in
Glengarriff Forest, or kayaking on the bay.

® 0K, and after your night in Glengarriff, you head inland through hills and fields,
to the last stop, in Gougane Barra, home of the smallest church in Ireland. The
tiny church on Gougane Barra Lake, surrounded by forests leading up to hills,
provides a beautiful setting for a wedding. But don’t plan on getting married
while you're there. The waiting list to book a wedding is more than a year!

® And who wants to wait that long? The last leg of the journey is a rather long and
hilly one, but you are rewarded with the beautiful mountain scenery. You end the
tour where you started, in Killarney.

But let’s get to planning the trip now. If you decide to travel by bike, you need
to think carefully about where you can stay overnight.

Yes, especially for those who have no experience, it's important to look for
suitable accommodation for bicycle touring. In recent years, more and more
hotels, bed and breakfasts and hostels in Ireland and around the world have
been focusing on group bike tours or individual cyclists. There is also a
website called “Cycle Friendly Hotels"” where you can look for places to stay
which offer services for cyclists — including a safe place to park the bike, bike
tools and bike rentals, if you need it.

And of course you'll need a really hearty breakfast before you set out on
the long journey by bike. Free massages and a sauna would also be nice,
wouldn’t they?

You can get a wonderful Irish Breakfast at many bed and breakfasts in Ireland
which will keep you going for miles! I'm not really sure about free massages,
but maybe the hotel owners who listen to us will hear your request. Who
knows!

Well, I hope so. But of course not everyone likes hotels or bed and breakfasts.
Are there other options for people who don’t want to spend a lot of money or
who want a more personal experience?

Indeed, there are. For those bicycle tourists who want to get to know other
enthusiastic cyclists, the “Warm Showers” website will be of interest. It is

an international online community of cyclists looking for and offering cycle-
friendly accommodation in private homes. You just have to register on the
“Warm Showers” website to offer or look for a place to stay. The members
provide a room or just a place to sleep at no charge and of course a warm
shower. The website is an international platform and provides an interactive
map to help you find accommodation in the area you're travelling to. And one
important thing to remember is that it’s a system based on reviews written by
the guests and by the hosts.

Ah, OK. So you can read the positive or negative comments of the guests and
the hosts on the website and decide where to stay or who you want to have
in your home.
