Displaced Persons (DPs) in Osterreich und Deutschland — Chancen
eines Perspektivenwechsels ?

Die geschichtswissenschaftliche Forschung durchlief in den vergangenen zwei
bis drei Jahrzehnten einen Wandel. Traditionelle Zugénge erwiesen sich ab den
1990er-Jahren als zunehmend ungeeignet bzw. unzureichend, um die komplexen
Prozesse des Zusammenwachsens der Welt zu erkldren. Durch den so genannten
»cultural turn®, d.h. die Aufwertung kulturwissenschaftlicher Konzepte und
Methoden, kamen vermehrt vergleichende, kulturhistorisch gewendete ge-
schichtswissenschaftliche Ansatze zur Anwendung und es entwickelten sich
neue Denkschulen. Forschungen im Bereich der Globalgeschichte, der Wis-
sensgeschichte oder der kritischen Migrationsgeschichte fithrten zu spiirbaren
Verschiebungen und Verdnderungen in der Forschungslandschaft sowie zu einer
Perspektivenerweiterung - nicht zuletzt {iber die Grenzen des nationalen Ho-
rizonts hinaus.

Die DP-Forschung wurde von diesen Verinderungen kaum beeinflusst, ent-
stammen die meisten Arbeiten doch den 1980er- und 1990er-Jahren. Schon seit
lingerem gibt es an Osterreichs Universititen keine systematische Beschifti-
gung mehr mit diesem Thema. Es vermittelt sich der Eindruck, dass DPs in der
Historiographie zur Zweiten Republik in Vergessenheit geraten sind. Beeinflusst
von zeitgendssischen Zuschreibungen wurden DPs zudem bevorzugt als vor-
iibergehendes, fiir das im Wiederaufbau befindliche Land mit Belastungen
verbundenes Phidnomen ins Visier genommen. Im Gegensatz zu Forschungen im
englischsprachigen Raum herrschte nahezu kein Interesse an den bleibenden
Auswirkungen, welche die Hunderttausenden Zuwanderinnen und Zuwanderer
in den Nachkriegsjahren auf die Osterreichische Gesellschaft ausiibten. Neue
akteurszentrierte, kulturgeschichtliche Herangehensweisen konnen hier Abhilfe
schaffen und Bewegung in das starre Forschungsfeld bringen.
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Die Erkenntnis, dass die DP-Forschung in Osterreich und Deutschland, wo es
eine vergleichbare Ausgangslage gibt, einen Perspektivenwechsel benétigt, lie-
ferte den Anlass, an dielangjihrige Tradition der intensiven Auseinandersetzung
mit DPs am Institut fiir Zeitgeschichte an der Universitat Innsbruck anzu-
kniipfen und dem Thema im Dezember 2018 eine Tagung, organisiert von Ni-
kolaus Hagen und Philipp Strobl, zu widmen. Die Vortrage erstreckten sich iiber
die Bereiche ,,Kulturelle Ubersetzungsleistungen®, ,,Integration und Adaption®,
»Selbst- und Fremdwahrnehmung® sowie ,Remigration und Austausch® - Felder
also, in denen die DP-Forschung bislang weniger aktiv war. Vier Beitrige fanden
nach einem ausfiithrlichen Review-Verfahren Eingang in dieses Heft.

Ausgehend von einem Uberblick iiber sechzig Jahre DP-Forschung in
Osterreich skizzieren Philipp Strobl und Nikolaus Hagen zukiinftige Fragestel-
lungen und Zugénge. Heribert Macher-Kroisenbrunner widmet sich dem all-
taglichen Leben jiidischer DPs in SiidostOsterreich im Zusammenspiel mit dem
Umfeld, bestehend aus Besatzungsbehorden, Hilfsorganisationen und regiona-
ler Bevolkerung. Jim Tobias analysiert den bemerkenswert vitalen religidsen
Neuanfang in stiddeutschen DP-Camps nach einer Zeit, die den Glauben an Gott
in jeder Hinsicht herausgefordert hatte. Das Pfandfinderwesen als unter be-
stimmten DP-Gruppen weit verbreitete Freizeitbeschéftigung in Osterreichi-
schen und deutschen DP-Camps behandelt abschlieflend Philipp Lehar.

New Perspectives on Displaced Persons (DPs) in Austria

During the past decade, Austrian historical research has rediscovered immi-
gration as an important factor that contributed to the history and the develop-
ment of the Austrian postwar society to a greater extent than assumed so far.!
Although migration is still a divisive topic within the general society - with the
former Austrian right-wing government owing much of its electoral success in
2017 to widespread anti-immigration sentiment spiking in the wake of the 2015
“refugee crisis” - there is a consensus among historians to acknowledge the
important contributions and the impact of immigrants on their host society.
While comprehending contemporary Austrian history as a transnational phe-
nomenon is still a long-term goal, labour migration has now been anchored
firmly in the country’s historical discourse. In recent years, many important
Austrian museums started to adjust their collection strategies to include objects
on “migration” and an impressive number of exhibitions and publications have
been devoted to the subject. This surge in migration history, however, has yet to
include Displaced Persons (DPs) and the immediate post-WWII-refugees, of
whom a significant number found a new and permanent home in Austria, thus
making important contributions to the development of the Austrian post-war
society.

In the past, DPs have either been neglected as an object of research or merely
been understood as a postwar transitional phenomenon, disjointed from the
paradigmatic national history. Austria in this respect was primarily understood
as an interstation between the DPs’ countries of origin and their destinations.
While this may have been true for many DPs and refugees, a significant number,
however, have stayed and permanently settled in Austria.

This article will discuss the advantages of combining approaches and meth-
ods from the fields of migration history and DP research, a rather marginalized
research area in the Austrian context. This will expand our understanding of DPs
and refugees as shaping forces of the re-forming process of the Austrian post-war
society. We understand this new perspective on DPs as a step towards compre-
hending contemporary Austrian history as a transnational and transcultural
phenomenon.

This survey article is informed by a conference held at the University of
Innsbruck in December 2018. The conference brought together international
experts on DP history from different backgrounds to discuss the cultural and
economic footprint DPs had on their Central European host societies. The dis-
cussions revolved around the following key topics:

- Cultural translation

- Integration and adaptation

- Self-perception/external perception
- Remigration and exchange

The conference’s papers and discussions demonstrated the benefits of ap-
proaching DP research from a culturally and identity related, actor-centred
perspective. Building on these insights, this article argues for the need of in-
troducing and applying such perspectives in the field. It summarises existing
research on DPs in Austria, depicting trends and analysing what has been ach-
ieved in the field during the past forty years. Secondly, it offers a brief overview
about recent trends in migration history, the history of knowledge and cultural
translation studies that could be readily applied to research DP history. Finally, it
provides an outlook on how those research strings could be connected and how
culturally and identity related approaches would improve our understanding of
the complex processes around transnational migrations. At this point we outline
research questions that could be used in this context.

The first section offers a brief thematic introduction into the topic, describing
the history of the term DP as well as the immediate post-war migration to
Austria. Section two outlines existing research on DPs in Austria that has started
as early as the 1970s. It describes changes in research over the years and mentions
the different schools of thought that have developed since then. The third section
introduces concepts from other academic fields that could be used to rediscover
and explore DP history from new angles: The fields of biography, migration
history, and the history of knowledge offer sophisticated approaches that could
be used to enrich and extend DP research in Austria. The last part of this paper
serves as an outlook on possible future directions of DP research. It also in-
troduces research questions that need to be answered in this context.

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I In the Spotlight: DPs and the Post-war Society

Having foreseen the refugee and migration problem that would eventually take
place after the collapse of Nazi-Germany, the Allied Powers tried to organise the
expected masses of people who were stranded outside their home countries. In
1944, they coined the term “Displaced Persons”, referring to “civilians outside
the national boundaries of their country by reason of war”, who were “desirous
but unable to return home without assistance”.’ This term later prevailed as a
broad terminological reservoir for all kinds of migrant groups and refugees in
the wake of World War II: from Jewish Holocaust survivors and former slave
labourers, civilians who had fled from the war or were expelled from the liberated
countries, to Eastern European Nazi collaborators.*

Relative to its size and regarding its dire economic state, the re-established,
but occupied Republic of Austria was among the most heavily affected countries
in Europe. According to a 1964 report of the Austrian Ministry of the Interior,
1.65 million DPs were stranded within the boundaries of the Republic imme-
diately after the end of the Second World War.’ Given the fact that the country’s
population amounted to approximately six million, refugees accounted for 27.5
percent of the total population at that time.

DPs in Austria formed a highly heterogeneous group, roughly divided into
Allied DPs (citizens of UN-member states), citizens of neutral states, citizens of
the Allies’ former enemy-states, as well as stateless persons.® Outbursts of vio-
lence in the immediate post-war years, such as pogroms and ethnic cleansings,
and the rapidly emerging Cold War further complicated this already complex
legal and social situation, bringing new cohorts of refugees to a country still
divided into four different occupation zones, each with different refugee-mi-
gration regimes.

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Although the vast majority of DPs left Austria within the first two years after
the end of the war, and international organisations such as the International
Refugee Organisation (IRO) and the Intergovernmental Committee organised
the transmigration of hundreds of thousands of DPs (mainly to the United States,
Australia, and Canada) during the subsequent years, at least 350,000 DPs still
remained in Austria in 1961.” Due to Austria’s selective DP policy, which fa-
voured non-Jewish, German-speaking refugeess, the majority consisted of ethnic
Germans from regions adjacent to Austria — in many cases territories formerly
belonging to the Austro-Hungarian Empire. This remaining group of former
DPs, of whom the overwhelming majority by then had already obtained Austrian
citizenship, accounted for five percent of the total population in 1961.

Thus, in Austria the share of DPs among the overall population was consid-
erably higher than in the English-speaking settler-communities of North
America and Australasia. However, historical research in Austria has — with
notable exceptions - shown little interest so far in exploring the social and
economic integration of this large number of people.’ Consequently, the cultural,
economic, and social impact of DPs and their contribution to the country’s post-
war society is grossly under-researched and mostly unknown. The “margin-
alization of DPs” in the Austrian historiographical discourse surprises, espe-
cially since DPs occupied a “Scharnierfunktion” (“threshold position”) in the
process of establishing new democratic societies in post-war Europe, as DP
historians Markus Velke and Christian Pletzing argue.' Their vast number alone
suggests that they must have affected and influenced the formation of European
post-war societies.
